5. Any person failing to comply with thl' prOVISIOns of this 
negulation shall be liabk on con\'ictiull t() ht~ imprisoned for a term 
not exceeding fourteen days or ttl a linL' nut exceeding ten pounds 
or to both such line or impri~onml'nt. 

6. The pro\"i~i(Jns of this !{t'gIlLt tit III :-;hall not apply to ships of 
war or snch other \'l'ssds as the High COIlllllissiuner shall prescribe 
by notice in the Cazette.
