1. This Regulation may be cited as the Solomons Land (Amend- Short title.
ment) Regulation, 1915, and shall be read and construed as one
with, and forming part of, the Solomons Land Regulation, 1914,
hereinafter referred to as the principal Regulation.

“on behalf of the native owners thereof, and entered into after
“the date of the coming into operation of this Regulation, to
“ retain, for the use of the Protectorate Government, a sum of
““ money, the equivalent of ten per centum per annum, out of the
“ rent payable under tghe said lease to him, the said Commissioner,
“ acting as aforesaid.”}. '
