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PROCUREMENT REGULATIONS 2010

IN exercise of the powers conferred upon me by section 81 of the Financial Management
Act 2004, | hereby make these Regulations—

PART | — PRELIMINARY

Short itle and commencenment

[.—(1) These Regulations may be cited as the Procuremeni Regulations 2010.

(2) These Regulations is deemed to have come into force on Isl day of August
2010.

Interpretation

2.—(1y Tnthese Regulations unlfess the contexi otherwise requires—
“Board” means the Government Tender Board established under Regulation 9.

“budget seclor agency™ means a budget seclor agency as defined in the Financial
Management Act 2004,

“common use gocds and services™ means goods and services that are used by one
or more departments and for which the Director may enter into a standing
offer contract;

“contract management” means the process in which the parties io a procurement
contract ensure that they fully meel their respective obligations as efficiently
and effectively as possible, according to the terms and conditions of the
procurement contract,

“Prirector” means the person in charge of the Fiji Procurement Office:

“direct interest” means where a Board member or a dependant is personally a
supplier or employee of a supplier or whete a Board member or dependant
(individually or combined} directly holds a financial interest in a supplier
which exceeds a 10% equity interesi. A “dependant” for this purpose is a
spouse (including a de-facto spouse), child under 18 years of age. or any
other person who s financially dependant on the Board member;

“indirect interest” means where a non-dependant relative of a Board member is
a supplier or where a non-dependant relative holds a financial interestin a
supplier which exceeds a 10% cquity interest. A “relative™ for this purpose
includes a parent, parent-in-law, grandparent, sibting, step-sibling. non-
dependant child or grandchild;

“Department”™ means a department as defined in Lthe Financial Management Act
2004,

“expression of interest”™ means a response Lo an open approach 1o the market
requesting submissions from potential supplicrs interested in participating
in a procurement. The list of potential suppliers who have submitted
expressions of interests may be used as the hasis for conducting a tender
process, ’
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“goods™ means objects of every kind and description and includes raw matertals
and inventories, products, equipment and plant;

“Government assets” for the purposes of these Regulations is limited 1o inventories.
equipment, furniture and motor vehicles:

“inventories” means stock or items held for sate or consumptivon by
government;

“performance bonds” means a form of security that must be paid or submitted to
the procuring department by the supplicr or contractor as a means ol securily
for the due and faithful performance of the contract. The performance bond
may be in the form of a guarantce arranged by a bank, insurance company
or the parent company of the supplier or contractor:

“Minister” means the Minister for Finance:

“procurement” means the overall process of acquiring goods, civil works and
services which includes all the functions from the identification of needs,
selection and solicitation of sources, preparation and award of contractand
all phases of contract administration and management through Lo the end
of the services contracts or the disposal of the assct;

“procurement contract” means a contract belween the procuring agency and the
contractor resulting from procurement proceedings:

“services” means the rendering of a contractor, supplier or consullant of their
time and effort and includes any ohject of procurement either than goods
or works;

“standing offer contract™ means a contract for the supply of goods or services
where the supplier has agreed to supply specified goods or services o
Government for a specified period and at a pre-determined price .

“tender deposit” means a deposit which may be required to be paid with the
submission of a bid as an act of good laith by the potential supplier or
contractor. This deposit is to be refunded o unsuccessful bidders:

“works” means all works associated with the construction, reconstruction,
demolition, repair or renovation of a building, struclure or works such as
site preparation, excavation, erection, building, installation of cquipmen
or materials, decorating and finishing, as well as services incidental 1o
construction such as drilling, mapping, satellitc photography. scismic
investigation and similar services provided pursuant to the procurcment
of a contract, where the value of the those services docs not exceed that of
the construction itself.

Guiding Principles of Procurement
3. Any procurement of goods, services or works shall be issued so as 1o promale
the following principles—

{(a}) value for money,

(b) maximise economy and efficiency and the ethical vse of Government
resources;
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{c) promate open and Fair competition amongst suppliers and contractors:
(¢} promote the integrity of  fairness and public conlidence in the procurement
process; and
(e) achicve accouniability and transparency in the procedures relating to
procurement,
PART 2—FHI PROCUREMENT OFFICE
Extablishinent of the Fuyt Procivement Office
4. There is hereby established a Fiji Procurement Office.
Functions of the Fyi Procurement Office
5.— (1} The functions of the Fiji Procurement Office are to regulate and administer
the procurement at goods, services and works {or the Government of Fiji.
(2) These include—
(i)  the formulation of appropriate procurement policies in terms of the
procurement guiding principles;
{1y procurement of goods, services and works imcluding —
(a)  consolidationof the procurement of common goods and services across
the whole of Government;
(b) processing and adverlising requests for tenders and requests [or
praposals,
(c) evaluating and awarding tenders through the Board;

{d} contract management,

(i) logistical support for the adiministration and distribution of goods required
by Govermment; and

{iv) conducting compliance assessment of procurement functions and aclivities
across the whole of Government.

Fanction of the Permianent Secretary for Finanee
6.  The function of the Permanent Secretary for Finance is to ensure that the Fiji
Procurement Oftice performs its functions according to these Regulations.

Finctions of Permanent Secreraries

7. Permanent Secretaries shall —

(e) be respensible for preparing the Ministry’s or Department’s Annual
Procurement Plan outlining the requirements of the agency in terms ol Lhe
procurement of goods, services and works that must be undertaken in a
budget period;

(k) ensure thalall procurements in thetr Ministry or Depariments are made with
due regard to the guiding principles of procurement ouwtlined in Regulation
3

fc)  execute and manage all procurement contracls signed on behall of their
Ministry or Department;
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(d} ensure that all records and documents relating 1o procurement  and

{ej

procurement contracts are propetly maintained and kept Tor at least live
years,

provide these records on request tor the Auditor-General lor audit purposes
or by the Director Fiji Procurement Office for compliance checks.

Frnctions of the Divector

8.—(1) The Dircctor shall —-

responsible for the operations of the Fiji Procurcment Office:

ensure that all procurements are made with due consideration w the guiding
principles of procurement outlined in Regulation 3.

execute and manage all annual procurement contracls made on hehall of
whole-of-Government;

be generally responsible for the clearance, cotlection and recording ol all
goods directty ordered by the Fiji Governiment via sea or air: and

periodically inspectl and carry out compliance checks on the procurement
procedures in Ministries or Departments and report thereon to the Permanent
Secretary of the Ministry or Department concerned and the Permianent
Secretary for Finance.

{2) The Dircctor may delegate some of his or her functions to a person with the
appropriate qualifications for the purpose of discharging any of his or her functions under
these Regulations.

9.— (1) This section establishes the Government Tender Board.

Verting Riglily
12.—(1) Each member of the Board shall have one vole, excluding the Director
who has no vote.

(2} Inthe event where the votes are tied, the Chairperson ar the temporary Chairperson
will have the casting vote.
Co-opring members io the Bourd
13.—([) The Board may co-opl experts from within and outside the public service
o provide advice on technical and complex tenders.

(2} Il'amemberis co-opled [rom the private sector, that member is entitled toasilting
allowance that may be determined by the Higher Salaries Commission.

(3) A co-opted member has no vole in Board decisions but may be a part ol the
quortim in the meeting.

. Appoiatment of lemporary Chairperson
[4.—(1) I the Chairperson is not abie to attend a scheduled meeting, the Board
members present at that meeting may appoint a member as Chairperson (o preside over
that meeting.

(2) The Director of the Fiji Procurement Office cannot be appointed as
Chairperson.
Quorum
15, The quorum for 4 meeting of the Board is four.

Secretariat
16. The Chairpersen shall appoint a Sectetary {rom the Fiji Procurement Office whao
shalt not be a member of the Board. ’
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Minutex of meetings subject o Audit
7. The minutes of the Board meetings are subject 1o audit by the Auditor-Gieneral,

Declaration of Interest
I8 — (1) I amemberof the Board has either a direct or indirect interest in o (ender
or proposed tender, that member shalt as soon as practicable afler relevant facts have come
to their knowledge, declare the nature of their interest to the Chairperson of the Board
and shall be excluded from the evaluation or the approval of that tender and their interest,
recorded in the minutes of that meeting.

(2y Forthe purpose of careying out their functions, Board members whilst considering
tenders for procurement by their own Ministries or Departments would not be deemed as
acting with a conflict of interest.

{3) ARegister of Interests of each Board member shall be kept by the Secretars of the
Board to record any shares or interests (direct or indirect) in any companics or institulions
and this is to be kept updated. Board members are responsible for notifying any change in
their interests within 14 days of the relevant change.

(4) Afailure to declare interest by a member of the Board shafl result in the member's
vole being invalid and the matter being reported to the Minister in writing by the Secretary
of the Board.

Peswers to Regulate Bowrd FProcedires

19. Subject to the provisions of these Regulations and Lo any direction given by the

Minister, the Board shall regulate its own proceedings.

Retrospective Appreval
20.—(1) Retrospective approval shall not be considered by the Board and must he
submitted to the Minister for approval.

(2) Poor planning or organisation of procurcment does not justify the aced lor
retrospective approvals and officers responsible will be liable Tor disciplinary action.

PART 4—GENERAL CONTROL OVER THE PROCUREMENT OF GOODS.
SERVICES AND WORKS

General control en tenders, indents and orders
21.—({}) No tender for the supply of goods, services or works shatl be called Tor,
considered or accepted otherwise than in accordance with these Regulation.

(2) No indent or order for the supply of goods, scrvices or warks shall be issued or
approved otherwise than in accordance with these Regulation.

(3) The procurement of any goods, services or works required by Ministries or
Departments must be initiated either by the issue of a purchase order for any purchases
of goods, services or works made locally or by the issue of an indent for any purchasc of
goods from overseas.

Duties of other afficers in charge of Gevermunent plant, equipment and invenfories
22.—(1) Al Government officials shall be personally responsible for the custody ol
all Government plant, equipment and inventories undcr his or her control.
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tspection of Governmen! plunt, equipment and inventoriex
23, (1) Thc Director may inspect or appoint any officer of the Fiji Procurement
Office to carry out an inspection of any Government plant, equipment and inventorics or
any books, records or returns relating to Government plant, equipment and inventories.

(2) Every officer appointed under sub regulation (1) shall be furnished with
an identification card of his or her appointment and shall, if so required, produce the
identification card.

(3) Every officer shall furnish to an officer appointed under sub regulation (1), all
such information and access to any Government plant, equipment and inventorics. books,
records and returns as he or she may require for the purposes for which he or she was
appoinied.

Baards of Survey

24.—(1) All Permancnt Sccretaries shall appoint a Board of Survey annually (o
determine whether government plant, equipment and inventories under his or her control
are—

(a) in working condition or serviceable;
(b} unserviceable or obsolete; or
(c)  surplus to the requirements of that agency.
{2) A Board of Survey appointed under sub regulation (1) shall consist of-

(a) two officers from that Ministry or Department who are not dircetly
responsible for the government plant, equipment and invenlories being
surveyed;

{b) an officer from another Ministry or Depariment with relevant expertise in
the items being surveyed.

{c} anofficerfrom the Fiji Procurement Office for Government plant, equtipment
and inventories worth $50 000 and above.

(3) The Chairperson of the Board of Survey shall not be an officer of that Ministry
or Department.

(4} The Board of Survey appointed under sub regulation (1) shall report its findings to
the respective Permanent Secretaries and copied to the Permanent Secretary for Finance.

PART 5—-PROCUREMENT PROCEEDINGS

Procurement Guidelines
25. The Permanent Secretary for Finance may with the approval of the Minister irom
tlime o time issue and amend Procurement Guidelines.

Annwed Pracurement Plans
26.—(1) The Annual Procurement Plan for each year must be prepared by the
Permanent Secretary of each Ministry or Department and submitted to the Fiji Procurement
Office after the announcement of the Budget and in accordance with Finance Circulars
issucd by the Permanent Secretary for Finance.
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(2) The Annual Procurement Plan must contain the foltowing information—
(a) all procurement of goods. services or works required to be carried oul during
the budget year;
(b)  the proposed methods of procurement;

{c) the estimated quantity, budget and timing ol each purchase or group ol
purchases.

(3) Each Annual Procurement Plan shall be appraved by the Permancnt Secrctary for
Finance.

(4)  Any amendments to the Annual Procurement Plan must be communicaled to the
Director as soon ag practical.

Procureient Antliorites
27.— (1} The procurement authorities defegated to Permanent Sccretaries and the
Board when procuring goods, services or works arc as follows -

Responsible Authority Procurement Limits
Permanent Secretaries , $30.000 and Jess
Government Tender Board $30.001 and more

(2) ‘The Permanent Secretaries may delegate procurement authorities within their
respective Ministries or Departments but in doing so, must have regard for the lcvel of
skills and experience of officers and must ensure that cach officer docs not exceed his or
her limits.

(3) Each delegation of procurement authority shall be documented in the Ministries
or Departments Finance Manual.

Valiing Procurement
28.—(1} The procurement value is the maximum anticipated value ol a contract.
including options, extensions, renewals or other mechanisms (o he exceuted during the
life of a contract,

{2) The estimated value of the goods, services or works must include —

{a} all forms of remuneration including any premiums. fees. commissions,
interest and other revenue streams that may be provided for in the
contract;

(b} the lotal maximum value of the goods, services or works heing procured.
including the valuc of any options in the proposcd contract: and

(c) any taxes or charges (including Value Added Tax).

(3) Ministrics or Departments must nol split at any stage any single requirement in
order to avoid the application of the procurement limits in regulation 27—(1).
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Procurement of Gaods, Services or Warks $30, 000 aned leas
29 — (1) A minimum of three competitive quotes must be obtained for the procement
of goods, services or works valued at $100 and more but $30.000 and less.

(2) Where the procurcment of goods or services costs less than $100. competitive
guotes may be reccived verbally but must be documented and signed by the officer receiving
the quotes.

Procurement of Goods, Services or Works 330, 001 and mare
30.—(1) A tender must be called for the procurement of goods, services or works
vaiued at $30001 and more.

(2} Opentendering shall be the preferred tender method used unless the pature ol the
tender orits complexity justifies that the procuring agency use any of the other procurement
method outlined in Regufation 31,

Crthrer Methods of Procurement
31.— (B A procuring Ministry or Departiment may engage in any of the following
procurement methods, provided that all the conditions for the use of that method are
satished —
(1)  Twostage tendering;

(iiy  Prequalified tendering:
(1iy  Sclective tendering;
(iv) Single source procurement.

(2) The conditions lor the application of any of the above procurement methods are
documented in the Procurement Guidelines, to be provided by the Ministry of Finance.

Emergency Purchases
32.—(1) Emergency purchases shall only be considercd where there is extreme
urgency brought about by unforeseeable events.

{2) A procuring Ministry or Department can engage in emergency procurement only
in the following circumstances —

(i)  in the event of a natwral disaster such as a cyclone, lood. easthquake.
tsunami, whirlwind, landslide, forest fire or drought;

(i inlife or death situations:

(it} in the event of an outbreak of disease for either human, plant or animal,
or

(v} where there is an urgent need for goads, services or civil works and engaging
in lender proceedings would be impractical due to time constraints or cosl
factors, but provided that the circumstances giving rise to that urgency were
not foreseeable by the procuring Ministry or Department.

(3) In relation to 32(2)ii). (iit) and (iv), agencies must seek the approval ol the
Minister before undertaking any emergency procurement,

() All submission must be processed and analysed by the Fiji Procurement Office
befare submission to the Minister.
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Inmediate Relief Avsistaice
33.—(1) Within 30 days after a state of natural disaster has been declared. the
Permanent Secretaries of Ministries given special responsibilities under the Disaster
Management Control Act can procure goods, services or works for imimediate relief
assistance such as food items and access to clean and safe water, medical supplics. temporary
shelter materials and seeds for subsistence purposes. provided that the procurement has
been endorsed by the National Disaster Management Controtier,

(2) When procuring these goods, services or civil works, relevant agencics must lirst
utilize existing standing offer contracts before procuring goods, services or civil works [tom
other suppliers.

(3) Atthe end of the immediate relief period, these Ministries must submit a report (o
the Minister of Finance stating the amounts of funds thal have been used on the immediate
relief assistance.

Ongoing Retief Assistance and Refabilitation
34.— (1) Procuring Ministries or Departments must comply with competitive
procurement procedures when procuring goods, services or civil works for ongoing relict
assistance and rehabilitation purposes.

(2) Procuring Ministries and Departments seeking additional funds for ongoing
relief assistance and rehabilitation purposes shall seek redeployment or supplementary
appropriations from the Ministry of Finance beforc incurring this expenditure.

Counnon Use Gaods and Services
35.—(1). Where the Director identifies any goods or services thal are required for
the benefit of more than one Department, the Director may, in respect of up (o one year,
call a tender for the supply of goods, services or works to mect the requirements of thase
Departments for that year and enter into a standing offer contract.

(2) If the Director is satisfied that it would be more advantageous to oblain tenders
for the supply of such goods or services to meet those requirements over a longer period
than one year, the Director may call for tenders for the supply of such goods and services
to meet those requirements over such longer period.

(3) Permanent Secretaries must ensure that all standing offer contracts excewed by
the Fiji Procurement Office on behalf of Government pursuant to sub regulations (1} and
(2) are complied with at all times.

Qualification of Suppliers and Cantractors
36.~ (1} In order to participate in procurement proceedings, all potential bidders
addition to the requirements contained in any solicitation documents, must sadisi'y the
Alowing conditions to the satisfaction of the Board—

(a) that they have the legal capacily to enter into the contract;

{b) that they possess the necessary professional and lechnical gualifications.
professional and technical competence, financial resources, equipment and
other physical facilities, managerial capability, reliability, expericnee and
reputation and the personnel to perform the contract.
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fc]  that they are not insolvent, in receivership, bankrupt or being wound up.
their business activities have not been suspended, and they are nol subjccl
of legal proceeding for any of the foregoing or otherwise which i the event
of an adverse finding might cause the bidder to ccase business:

{d) thatthey have evidence of a business relationship in the form of a partnership
agreement, joint venture agreement, supply contracts or like documentation,
if bidding in conjunction with another person, that would necessitaic the
demonstration to fulfif the contract.

(2} The Board may disqualify a supplier or contractor if he/she finds at any time that
the information submitted concerning the qualifications of the supplier or contractor was
falsc, materially inaccurate or materially incomplete.

{3) The Board may not disqualify a supplier or contractor on the ground that
information submitted concerning the qualifications of the supplier or contractor was
inaccurate and incomplete in a non-material respect. The supplier or contractor may be
disqualified if it fails to remedy such defciencies promptly upon request by the procuring
agency.

Reguests rd tender
37— (1Y Al requests (o tender must be issued so as to encourage an open and
competitive bidding process.

(2) All requests to tender must contain all necessary information o enable polential
bidders to prepare and submit responsive tenders, including the specifications of that
particular procurement and the evaluation criteria for the award of the procurement
contract, Where goods, services or works 1o be procured cannot be described in detail in
the advertisement, additional information must be readily available from the Ministry or
Department or any Government website.

(3) All requests to tender must allow reasonable time for potential suppliers and
contractors 1o respond and should not be more than 30 working days and not iess than 10
working days from the day of advertisement.

(4) All requests to tender for the procurement of goods, services or works shall be
issued by the Director.

(5)  All requests to tender shall be published for a minimum of two occasions in al
least one newspaper circulating in Fiji and where appropriate in relevant trade journals
circulating in other countries.

(6} Wherever possible, Government tenders must be advertised on a Governmenl
website or through any other means deemed appropriate lo encourage an open and
competitive bidding process.

(7y Tender documents may be obtained by any bidder either tree of charge or at a
reasonahle fee depending on the type or technicality of the tender.

(8) Where ne(.esqaly the Director may require that bidders remit with their lmlc; a
lender deposit which is refundabic (o unsuccessful bidders.
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(9 1In respect of e-tenders, an administration fee may be chargeable by the Fiji
Procurement Office for the uploading of tenders.

Requeest for Proposal
33.—(1) A request for a proposal may be issued for the procurement of services
where the procuring Ministry or Department has broad outputs that it secks to achieve bul
allows potential suppliers scope for variety and innovation on the processes 10 he followed
io achieve these broad outputs.

(2)  Arequestfor proposal shall include the nature and characteristics of the services to
be procured, the selection criteria and other relevant information relating to the submission
of that bid.

(3) Arequest for proposal must be issued and advertised in accordance with Regulation
3I7(Hto (M.

Expressiom of Interext
39.—~(1)  Aprocuring Ministry or Department tay advertise an cxpression of inleresl
to request information from potential suppliers and may use the list of potential supplicrs
that have submitted compliant submissions as the basis for seeking tenders or proposals.

(2} An expression of interest must contain adequate information Lo ensure potential
suppliers understand the procuring Mtinistry or Department’s requircments and are abje
to prepare submissions in response to these requirements and must nglude the evaluation
criteria that wiil be used to assess submissions and other relevant inforimation.

{3) An expression of interest must be issued in accordance with Regulation 37(1).
(3) and (5) - (9) where applicable.

Late Submissions
40.—(1) Late submissions will not be accepted.

(2) Late submissions will he recorded, acknowledged and ket unopened.

Receipt and Opening of Subuissions
4].--(1) Procedures to receive and open all submissions must guaranice latrmess and
impartiality and must ensure submissions are treated with confidence.

(2)  All bidders or their representatives shall be invited (o the opening ol the
tenders.

{3) The Board Secretary and one othey Board member shall open all hids received
by the final date and time and record details in a Tender Register,

(4) Bidders shall not be permitted (o alter their bids after the deadline except under
the provisions of regulation 42.

Evafuation of Bids
42.— (1Y  All bids received are (0 be evaluated in accordunce with the evaluwdion
criteria that were set for that particular tender and in accordance with the Procurement
Guideiines.

{2) The cverall evaluation criteria shall be value for money., swhich may not nevessarily
be the lowest cost.
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Teuder Negatintions
43.— (17 A procuring Ministry or Department may conduct negotialions:

(i} 1Inthe context of procurement in which they have indicated such intent in
the tender notice or tender documentation: or

{ity Wherc it appears from the evaluation that no one tender is the mosi
advantageous 1n terms of the specific evaluation criteria set outin the lender
notice or tender documentation

{2) A procuring Ministry or Department shall:

(1) ensure that any elimination of suppliers participating in negotialions is
carried out in accordance with the evaluation criteria sct out in the tender
natice or tender documentation; and

(i) where negotiations are concluded. provide a common deadline for the
remaining participating suppliers to submit new or revised tenders.

{3) A procuring Ministry or Department must inform the Fiji Procurcimert Office of
their intention te conduct negotiations and seek representalion from their Office belore the
commencement of any negotiations.

Awardd by Board before sigring of o Contract
44, Subject 1o provisions of Regulation 48, approval of the Board is required before
a contract is awarded 1o the successful bidder.

Post gward jformation
45. The Director must promptly publish or inform suppliers that have submiticd a
bid of the contract award decision.

Supplier debriefing
46, Upon written request from an unsuccesstul bidder, the Director may promptly
provide pertinent information concerning the reasons for the rejection of its tenders or the
relative advantages of the tender that was accepled.

Withdrawal of tenders
47, The Director may withdraw a tender for the {ollowing reason—

) the procuring Ministry or Department has sought lo amend the lerms ol
reference Lo a large extent that requires a fresh tender to be put out.

PART 7—DISPOSAL OF GOVERNMENT ASSETS

- Disposal of Government Assels
52.—(1) The Permanent Secretary for Finance shall approve the disposal and wrile-
off of Government plant, equipment and inventories up to $30,000. Any approval dhﬂ\ c
this {imit must be referred to the Minister for Finance.

(2) Upon submission and consideration of the recommendations of the Board of
Survey Report, the Permanent Secretary for Finance may authorise the Permanent Secrclary
of that Ministry or Department to dispose of plant, equipment and inventorics-

{a) by sale or exchange:

{b) by transfer to any other agency, state institution or charitable
organization;
{c) where the assets are found 1o be unserviceable, by gift or as scrap, or

(d) by destruction in such a manner as the Permanent Secretary for Finance
may direct.

(3) Wherce Lhe Permanent Secretary of Finance has authorised the sale of any
government plant, equipment and inventories, the Director shall determine whether they
are t0 be sold by auction or public tender.

(4} The Director may levy a fee on Ministries or Departments for the lacilitation of
a government auction on their behalf.

{5} The Director or any other person authorised by the Director shall execule any
contract for the sale of Government plant, equipment and inventories.

(6) Permanent Secretaries must comply with this part of the Regulations when
dispasing of plant, equipment and inventories of Ministries or Departments.
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Disposal of condenmed food itens
53.—(1) Food items may be disposed after certification by the appropriate
representative of the Health Ministry that it is unfit for human consumptien,
(2)  Acertificate obtained under sub regulation () above shall accompany the report
of Unserviceable items seeking approval for write-off from the Permanent Secrelary of

Finance.
