To further arren:i title 21 of the Code of the Federated states of Mi=onesia, 
as arren:ied by Public laws Nos. 5-7, 5-104, am 7-37, by adding a new section 
109 for the purpose of authorizin] the Department of Transportation am 
Communication to regulate radio ccmm.mications in the Federated states of 
Micronesia by authorizin] the iltp::>urrlment of equipment not in COl'Ipliance 
with the law, am for other purposes. 

BE IT ENACI'ED BY THE CXlNGRESS OF THE FEDERATED STATES OF MICRONESIA: 

1 Section 1. Title 21 of the Code of the Federated states of 

2 Micronesia is hereby further arren:ied by adding a new section 109 to 

3 read as folla.lS: 
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"Section 109. I1npc?urrlment of unauthorized equipment. 

(1) No person shall possess or use any radio 

transmission equipment which is not in compliance with this 

chapter or the regulations prCillUlgated thereto. 

(2) 'lbe Secretary of the Department of Transportation 

am Communication or his designee, on reasonable belief, may 

declare any radio transmission equipment as not in 

c::arpliance with this chapter or the regulations prCillUlgated 

thereto. Upon declarin] radio equipment as not in 

compliance, the Secretary or his designee shall give a 

written notice to the owner or possessor of the 

noncomplyin] equipment am therein state the factors 

regardinJ why the equipment is not in compliance. '!he 

notice shall also include the provisions of this section. 

(3) In the notice the Secretary or his designee may 

prchlbit further use of the noncomplyin] equipment, may 

state =nditions regardinJ =ntinued use of the noncomplyin] 

equipment, am may direct the owner or possessor to have the 

equipment brought into compliance within 30 or 1I'Ore days. 
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'!he owner or possessor of radio equipnent designated by the 

Secretary or his designee as not in cx:I1pliance may, pursuant 

to section 108 of title 17 of this code, petition the 

Secretary f= a heari.n;J on ani rea:msideration of the 

fi.n:tin;J of noncx:rnpliance. 

( 4) Noncx:rnplyi.n;J equipnent used when prohibited, used 

in violation of the corxlitions stated in the notice, = 

not brought into cx:I1pliance within the tilne frame stated 

in the notice, may be taken ani llTpJurrled by the Secretary, 

his designee, or any duly authorized officer of the law. 

At the tilne of rem::>val, the :iJTpJurrli.n;J authority shall leave 

a notice of iItpourrlrnent with the possessor or owner of the 

noncx:rnplyi.n;J equipnent or, if unavailable, at the place 

frem which the equipnent was taken. '!he notice of 

iItpourrlrnent shall include information about the custodian, 

the location ani identification of the equipnent, ani the 

basis for the iItpourrlrnent of the noncx:rnplyi.n;J equipnent. 

(5) An iItpourrlrnent made pursuant to this section may 

continue until the Secretary or his designee is given 

reasonable assurances by the owner or possessor that the 

equipnent will be brought into cx:I1pliance. '!he Secretary 

or his designee may serx:l. noncx:rnplyi.n;J equipnent directly to 

a repair shop; PROVIDED, however, that the owner or 

possessor has executed a written agreement to pay for the 

cost of bri.n;Ji.n;J the equipnent into cx:I1pliance. 
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(6) Iropoun::lrnents made pursuant to this section shall 

in no way be deerood a seizure. 

(7) Copies of the notices required by this section 

shall be retained by the Secretary or his designee for at 

least 5 years. Noncomply:in:j' equipnent must be returned 

within 10 days after a complaint, if proper notice was 

not given. Noth:in:j' herein, however, shall prevent the 

equipnent fran again be:in:j' taken am iInpourrled upon 

proper notice. 

(8) 'lhe owner or possessor of iInpourrled radio 

equipnent may petition the Secretary for an administrative 

hear:in:j' am reconsideration of the decision to iInpourrl. 

Upon a negative result fran the administrative hear:in:j', the 

owner or possessor may appeal by br:in:j':in:j' an action in the 

Trial Division of the SUprerre Court of the Federated states 

of Micronesia. 

(9) An owner or possessor of radio equipnent regulated 

unjer this chapter shall be deerood to have consented to the 

inspection at reasonable hours of his or her equipnent for 

compliance with this chapter or the regulations prCi!1Ulgated 

thereto. 'Ihe Secretary or his designee, upon a reasonable 

belief that radio equipnent is not in compliance, shall be 

pennitted access to inspect the equipnent dur:in:j' reasonable 

hours. Refusal to pennit reasonable entry for inspection 

of the equipnent shall constitute adequate probable cause 
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1 for a search warrant. 

2 (10) 'lbe iInpc:lurxhoonts permitted by this section shall 

3 not preclude any other penalties provided in this chapter. 11 

4 Section 2. 'lhis act shall beccxre law upon approval by the 

5 President of the Federated states of Micronesia or upon its l:Jec:ami.n3"
