17-21, 17-33, 17-40, 18-17, 18-67, 18-85, 18-104 and 19-17, Dby
amending section 1 and 2 thereof, for the purpose of changing the use
and the lapse date of certain funds previously appropriated therein to
fund public projects and social programs in the states of Yap and
Kosrae, and for other purposes.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS OF THE FEDERATED STATES OF MICRONESIA:

18 and the amended Compact of Free Association between
19 the United States Government and the Government of
20 the Federated States of Micronesia and its related
21 agreements. The allottee shall be responsible for
22 ensuring that these funds, or so much thereof as may
23 be necessary, are used solely for the purpose

24 specified in this act, and that no obligations are
25 incurred in excess of the sum appropriated. The
