Federated States of Micronesia, various grants, subsidies and 
contributions and Capital and Human Resources Development, and for 
other purposes.

funds shall be the Governor of the state of Chuuk; 6 

 (xi) Section 9(3)(j) – the allottee of these 7 

funds shall be the Governor of the state of Yap; 8 

 (xii) Section 9(14) – the allottee of these 9

Federated States of Micronesia. 6 

 (3) Lapse date.  The authority of the allottees to 7 

obligate funds appropriated by this act shall lapse as 8 

of September 30, 2019; PROVIDED, HOWEVER, that the funds 9 

appropriated under section 9 of this act shall not 10 

lapse.” 11 

Section 7.  This act shall become law upon approval by the 12 

President of the Federated States of Micronesia or upon its 13 

becoming law without such approval. 14
