3; Powers of ColIUllissioner. 

The COll)missioner has, in relation to any consolidated proclamation to be published 
under this Act, all thepower,ofth, First Legislative Counsel under the Rlvis;on 0/ the Laws 
Actin relaiiOllto anY law. . 

4. Cenain omissions, etc., hyCommissioner permitted. 

(I) Subject to Subse.ction (2), where, in relation to a Councilor LOcal Government 
Authority, the Principal Actor any repealed Act relating to LOc'alGovernment provided or 
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Ch. No. 57A Local Government (Consolidation of Proclamations) 

allowed for the inclusion 'ora certain _provision in a proclamation and, in 'the opinion of the 
Minister, sllch a provision where included in a proclamation--:-

(a) is no longer approPriate or relevant; or 

(b) is ~o longer al'propriate or relevant in lhe form in which it appears in the 
constituent prodamation, 

to the COQncilor A\lthQrity, as the case maY be, the Commissioner may, for the purposes 
of this Act, omit, alter or amend that provision.

extent that they were binding on and enforceable by or against the Councilor

(d) immediately before the date of publication of the consolidated proclamation, 
any action, arbitrtuion or ,proceedingj or any ,cause 9( 'action, arbitration or 
proceeding, ~as pending or·existing by, agaillst or in favQur of the Council Qr 
4~thorjty, as the caSe may pe"it d~es not_,.on tp,at date, abate or discontinue
