STATUTORY RULES.
No. 1 of 1934.

Made under the Native Labour Ordinance, 1911-1933.

The Native Labour Regulations, 1933 (Statutory Rules No. 19 of 1933), are
amended as follows :—

1. By'repealing the Daily and Weekly Ration Scale appearing in Schedule 2
thereof and substituting the following in lieu thereof :—
“ Daily.
(@) Any one or some combination of two or more of the following :—
Rice, dried sago, white flour, white bread, biscuits and maize meal, 1 lb.
(b) Peas or beans, or pea flour, or wheatmeal, or brown bread made from wheatmeal, % 1b.
(¢) Any of the above may be replaced by four times the quantity of fresh edible roots or
bananas.
Weekly.
(@) Meat {without bone) or fish, 1 1b.; and
() Any one or some combination of two or more of the following :—
Fresh coconut kernel, desiceated coconut and sugar, 1 1b.; and
(¢) Cod-liver oil, 1 tablespoonful; and
(d) Salt, 1 0z.; and
(¢) Soap, 2 0z.; and
(f) Tobacco (29 sticks to the pound), 1% sticks.”
