STATUTORY RULES.
No. 13 of 1938.

Made under the Native Labonr Ordinance, 1911-1933.

The Native Labour Regulations, 1933 (Statutory Rules No. 19 of 1933), are
further amended as follows :—

1. By inserting immediately after Regulation 26 the following new regulation :—

“96A. When the employer of a native under Contract of Service removes
him to any Government native hospital and upon admission he is found to be
suffering from a venereal disease, the employer may claim from the Govern-
nient a refund of the reasonable cost of such removal.

Any such claim shall be addressed to the nearest magistrate and be
accompanied by a medical certificate which the Government medical officer
in charge of the native hospital shall give upon the request of the employer
without charge.”
