E it ordained by the Governor-General of the Commoriwealth

of Australia, with the advice of the Federal Executive Council,

in pursuance of the powers conferred by the New Guinea Act
1920-1926 as follows :—

1.—(1.) This Ordinance may be cited as the Native Administra-
tion Ordinance 1927.(V

(2.) In this Ordinance the Native Administration Ordinance
1921-1926 is referred to as the Principal Ordinance.

(3.) The Principal Ordinance, as amended by this Ordinance,
may be cited as the Native Administration Ordinance 1921-1927.

—(1 ) The Courts for Native Affairs® in existence immedi-
ately prior to the commencement of this Ordinance shall be deemed
to have been duly established in accordance with the provisions of
the Principal Ordinance as amended by this Ordinance,

under the hand of the Administrator shall be deemed to have been
validly appointed as from the date upon which his appointment
was signed by the Administrator.
