Proviiled that no prosecution shall be ccmmenced
against any person under this section who has entcered
into a binding agrcocment with an overseas supplicr
for the consignment of any fresh vegetables to the
New Hebrides prior to the commencement or the revival
of any prohibition or restricticn imposed under the
provisions of this Regulation,
