NEV_HEBRIDES CQONDOMINIUM

TQ AMEND the Representative Assembly (Elections)
Regulation No. 30 of 1975 as amended.

MADE by the Resident Commissioners under the
provisions of Articles 2:2 and 7 of the Anglo-
French Protocol of 1914 and of the Exchange of
Notes between the Governments of the United
Kingdom and the French Republic made at Paris
on the 29th day of August 1975 establishing the
Representative Assembly of the New Hebrides.
